Course Description 
This is a performance-oriented course dealing with all aspects of small group jazz performance. Improvisation is a major component of this course. Students will have at least two performance opportunities during the semester. During the semester, the successful student will: 

1. be part of a cohesive group with the aim of developing distinct musical personality. 

2. have performed several tunes from jazz and/or Latin repertoire. 

3. have become a stronger improviser within the small group context. 

4. Improve rhythmic skills 

5. Improve technical skills required of the individual instruments 

6. Learn and practice effective rehearsal techniques 

7. Improve sight reading ability 

8. Understand the cultural, gender, and historical contexts of works performed 

9. Engage in reflective analysis of jazz recordings

Structure 

Class will meet on Monday and Wednesday from 11:10 – 12:35 in the Band Room. Be prepared to begin performing by 11:15 AM.  

Attendance
It is expected that you will attend every rehearsal and performance as scheduled. Unexcused absences from rehearsals will result in a lowered grade. Habitual absence may result in the absentee being dropped from the group. Attendance at scheduled performances is mandatory. If you are absolutely unable to participate in a scheduled jazz band concert, you must provide a comparable or better jazz musician to substitute for the performance and, at least, one rehearsal. If you are unable to attend a rehearsal, you must make a goodwill effort to notify the professor by email or telephone before the rehearsal. Listening to jazz recordings is an important component of this course. When recordings are being played, students must listen carefully. Talking and/or playing instruments while recordings are being played, is not appropriate. Talking and/or playing instruments while the professor teaches is also not appropriate.

Textbooks 
Music will be provided for students by the professor. Repertoire will be selected from a variety of sources including arrangements made by the professor, published arrangements and fake books. You are encouraged to buy Jamey Aebersold jazz materials.

Grading 
Grades will be based on participation. All combo members are expected to attend all rehearsals and scheduled performances. Jazz Band is an actual course. It is expected that students will practice jazz outside of the class.

Performances

Two jazz band concerts will be scheduled during this semester. You will be notified no less than 3 weeks in advance. Attendance is mandatory.
