GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

1.  SEALED BIDS: Must be in the Facilities Services Department by the date and time specified. Bids may be hand delivered to the Facilities Services Department, St. Petersburg College Services Building-Epicenter, 14025 58th Street North, Clearwater, Florida 33760-3768 or emailed to Diana Wright, Manager of Energy & Maintenance Services, at wright.diana@spcollege.edu. 2. CAMPUS LOCATION:  Tarpon Springs Campus is located at 600 Klosterman Rd., Tarpon Springs, Florida 34683.  Coordination to view and measure lots should be made through Olin Conrad, Facilities Supervisor of Tarpon Campus at 727-712-5763.
PARKING LOT SEALANT AND STRIPING SPECIFICATIONS

Section I. Purpose of Bid
This is a bid solicitation to provide all labor and materials for Tarpon Campus Parking Lot Sealant and Striping Project. All interested bidders must submit sealant product specifications and application information with base bid in order to be considered.  Project coordinator will require the contractor to submit one or more samples, at random, throughout the course of the job for mix design verification.  ALL MATERIALS SHALL BE APPLIED IN STRICT ACCORDANCE WITH MANUFACTURER’S SPECIFICATION.  Pertinent ASTM test methods must be adhered to at all times. All striping shall conform to the manual of uniform traffic control devices, the F.D.O.T standard index drawings and the Florida Building Code.  The following scope must be adhered to as a minimum.
Specification:
1. Patching

1.1. If you discover areas that need to be patched, please list that separately in 
       your quotation.

1.2. Neatly saw cut the perimeters of the deteriorated asphalt to full depth.

1.3. Excavate the patch area removing from the site any asphalt, and unsuitable base

      material.

1.4. Apply a tack coat to all edges to insure the proper binding of the old and new

      pavement.

1.5. Install new hot mix asphalt into the patch and insure proper compaction.

2. Crack Sealing

2.1. If you discover cracks that need to be sealed, please list that separately in  

       your quotation.

2.2. Remove all vegetation and debris from cracks to a minimum depth of 1/2”. If

      extensive vegetation exists, graze area and treat with a concentrated solution of an

      approved water-based herbicide. Surface and hairline cracks less than 1/4” wide     

      will be left alone.

2.3. Cracks greater than 1/4”-1/2” should be sealed using SealMaster’s Pourable Crack  

      Sealant (1010P) cold pour to fill the crack. Cracks should be dry prior to filling.

2.4. Cracks from ½” to 1” should be sealed with SealMaster Trowel Grade crack filler.
3. Oil Spot Treatment

3.1. Brush away loose material from the oil spots and clean using a steel broom.

3.2. Heavier oil spots should be treated by burning or washing with detergent.

3.3. Apply SealMaster PetroSeal (M1120P) or PrepSeal (M1130P) to all grease, oil,

      gasoline, and similar petroleum stains.

4. Pavement Cleaning

4.1. Immediately prior to sealing, remove all loose materials, dirt, and debris from the

      pavement surface by using power blowers, mechanical sweeping equipment,

      brooms, and power washers as needed. Do not sealcoat over dirt and clay.

5. Sealcoating

5.1. Sealer may be applied with a squeegee machine, full sweep agitated spray   

      machine.

5.2. Use SealMaster Polymer Modified MasterSeal (PMM) asphalt base sealer.   

      Do not add water unless needed for workability (10% maximum) per SealMaster    

      spec sheet SMT-106.

5.3. Only Top Tuff and FSA drying enhancers may be added as needed.

5.4. Use four (4) pounds of sand (40-60 mesh AFS) per gallon of sealer.

5.5. A minimum of two complete coats are required on all asphalt. A third coat must be   

      applied in high traffic areas, entryways, and turning radius. 

5.6.The first coat must be applied and left to dry a minimum of four daylight hours  

      prior to the second coat being applied. A minimum of 24 hours cure time after final

      application is required.

5.7. The second coat must dry 12 hours with at least 4 being daylight hours before

      applying a third coat in the high traffic areas and entryways.

5.8. On extremely hot days, it may be necessary for contractor to water fog the parking

      lot to provide maximum adhesion.

5.9. Apply pavement sealer when ambient temperature is at least 50° F and rising, 60°    

      F or higher is preferable for maximum performance. Do not apply when  

      temperature is expected to drop below 50° F within 24 hours after application. Do  

      not apply if rain is imminent within 8 hours.

5.10. Apply properly mixed PMM (PMM Concentrate, Sand, and Water – if needed) at 
      rate of .11 to .13 gallon per square yard (70-82 square feet per gallon) per coat. 
      Spray pressure should not exceed 80psi.

6. Traffic Markings

6.1. Traffic paint shall be the SealMaster Fast Dry HD 100% acrylic waterborne white

      (M1270P) and yellow traffic paint (M1280P) or approved equal.

6.2. For handicap blue, use SealMaster Handicap Blue 100% acrylic emulsion paint

      (M1230P) or approved equal.

6.3. Shall be applied only after the sealer is sufficiently cured to not allow bleed 

      through.

6.4. Contractor-grade, mechanical, motorized paint sprayers must be used to apply 
      paint.

6.5. Handicap identification may be rolled.

6.6. Liquid Thermoplastic paint (M1297P – White or M1296P – Yellow) may be

       specified as a premium upgrade for maximum durability.

7. Performance of Work

7.1. The contractor and St. Petersburg College shall coordinate their efforts to 
      ensure the accessibility of work area to avoid project delays.

7.2. SPC will use its best efforts to minimize activities that might prove detrimental to  

     the work in progress such as automatic sprinkler systems, customer or construction  

     traffic, and parked vehicles. This includes not using automatic sprinklers for 1 week 
     after completion of work and not using street sweepers for 3 weeks after completion 
     of work.

8. Guarantee

8.1 Contractor shall warrant work and materials to be free of defects for a period of one

     year from the date of completion. Normal wear excluded.

9. Miscellaneous

9.1 Contractor must have material safety data sheets (MSDS) available at all times 
      while on the job site.

B. GENERAL CONDITIONS: 

1. The Bidder is required, before submitting his Proposal, to visit the Site and familiarize himself with the nature and extent of the Work and any existing conditions that may in any manner affect the work to be done and the equipment, materials, and labor required.  He is also required to examine carefully the Specifications and other Contract Documents, to inform himself thoroughly regarding any and all conditions and requirements that may in any manner affect the work to be performed under the Contract; and that he is familiar and has included consideration for all federal, state, and local regulations which may affect the work.  Ignorance on the part of the Bidder will in no way relieve him of the obligation and responsibilities assumed under the Contract.

2. The Contractor shall give his work adequate personal supervision.  Contractor for construction work shall keep a competent superintendent constantly on the site from the commencement of his work until the completion thereof, irrespective of his foremen or the foremen employed by any Subcontractor.

3. The Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions and programs in connection with the performance of the contract.

4. The contractor shall immediately notify St. Petersburg College when any hazardous material is anticipated to be onsite. Disposal records as required by state or federal regulations shall be properly filled out and a copy is to be provided to St. Petersburg College. The contractor shall provide St. Petersburg College with all Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS).
5.  PERMITS: All work must comply with the Florida Building Code and/or National Electric Code.  All work is to be permitted and inspected through the St. Petersburg College Building Code Official.  The Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions and programs in connection with the performance of the contract. Final inspection and acceptance by SPC Building Official or his representative will be required before final payment.
6.  AWARD:  A decision by the College regarding a bid award will be made after determining what is the lowest price and in the best interest of the College.  The right is reserved by the College to reject any or all bids and to waive any technicalities or informalities in bids received. The College reserves the right at any time, including before or after the notice of an award, to withdraw this Invitation to Bid if so doing is deemed to be in the best interests of the College.  
7. QUESTIONS: If you have questions about the terms, conditions and/or specifications, email them to Diana Wright, Manager of Energy and Maintenance Services at wright.diana@spcollege.edu.
8. TIME OF COMPLETION: All work must be completed during the college’s winter break schedule December 18th through December 31st.  Coordination of areas and required road closures will need to be discussed and approved by Diana Wright, Manager of Energy & Maintenance Services, before commencing the project.
Overtime cost to perform any work after regular hours or on Saturdays, Sundays, or legal holidays, made necessary to meet the required time schedule or as required to work around class schedules and or open buildings during holiday periods, shall be at the expense of the Contractor(s) and/or sub‑contractor(s).  If weekends or afterhours work is needed SPC must be given 24hr notice.
It is hereby understood and mutually agreed, that the contract time as stipulated by the Bid Documents constitutes a reasonable time period in which to complete the work and achieve a state of substantial completion, final completion and Owner occupancy for the project, and that, at the end of such time, the entire project shall be completed and ready for unrestricted occupancy and use by Owner.  
9. UTILITY SERVICES DURING CONSTRUCTION
A. Water- The Owner will provide all domestic water.  Contractor shall be responsible for all temporary and permanent connections.  Temporary connections shall be removed when permanent connections are made.
The Owner's drinking fountains will not be made available for Contractor's use. Any damage caused by Contractor's use of Owner's drinking fountains will be paid by the Contractor. The Contractor shall provide his own drinking fountains or his own supply of potable water.
B. Sanitary - Use of Owner's existing facilities will not be permitted. Any damage caused by Contractor's use of Owner's facilities will be paid by the Contractor. The Contractor shall provide his own sanitary toilets hooked up to the city sewerage system in accordance with applicable codes or providing regularly serviced chemical toilets. If sanitary toilets or chemical toilets are used, they shall be removed, including all temporary piping to the main, prior to final completion of the Project. Privies will not be permitted.
10. WORK ON EXISTING FACILITIES:

A. Access and Egress - Safe and legal access and egress from all parts of the buildings

shall be maintained at all times.
B. Temporary Barricades - The Contractor shall provide and maintain temporary barricades as required for the protection of life and property during the entire construction period. Barricades shall be of sufficient strength and structure to prevent persons from walking over or through the barricade.
C. Contractor's Work and Storage Area and Parking - The Contractor shall restrict storage, assembly, and other work activities (except actual construction) to the approved areas. Contractor's personnel shall park in the area assigned for this purpose.
D. Exterior Walks and Curbs - Where existing concrete walks and curbs are damaged by

construction activities and the damage is less than one square foot, the damaged area

may be patched. Where the damaged area is greater than one square foot, the existing

walk or curb shall be saw cut across the width and a section no less than three (3) feet by the width of the walk or curb shall be removed and replaced with new concrete.
E. Exterior Plants and Grassed Areas - The Contractor shall be responsible for protection of existing exterior site conditions relative to plants and grassed areas. The Contractor shall replace any and all damaged or injured plant material, as a result of construction

activities, with new plants of the same size and type as those plants which are damaged or injured. Contractor shall also be responsible for replacement of any and all grassed areas which are damaged, as a result of construction activities, except for an 8" wide strip associated with trenching, with new sod of same type as the grassed areas which are damaged.

11. CLEANING: Volatile waste shall be stored in covered metal containers, and removed from the premises daily.  Clean‑up and disposal operations shall be conducted to comply with local ordinances and Anti‑Pollution Laws.  Burning or burying of rubbish and waste on the Site is not permitted.  Disposal of volatile fluid waste in storm or sanitary sewer systems, or into streams or waterways is not permitted.  Hazardous materials shall be stored and disposed of only as permitted by law and shall be properly and legally removed from the premises prior to the completion of the Contract.
CLEANING DURING CONSTRUCTION:
A.
The Contractor shall oversee cleaning by the various trades and ensure that the building and grounds are maintained free from accumulations of waste materials.  The premises shall be kept free from the accumulation of waste materials or rubbish at all times, which may require daily cleaning.

B.
The Contractor shall provide suitable containers on the Site for collection of waste materials and rubbish.  Such containers shall be emptied at regular intervals and the waste disposed of in a legal manner.

C.
The Contractor shall not, in any case, use the Owner's trash facilities.

FINAL CLEANING:

A.
At completion of the Project, and just prior to Final Acceptance, the Contractor and Owner shall conduct an inspection of the entire Project.  Prior to conducting this inspection the Contractor shall clean, or re‑clean, entire areas exposed to view to normal level for "first class" maintenance/cleaning of building projects of a similar nature, as needed to produce a "clean" condition as judged by the Owner.  The Contractor shall at minimum:

1.
Remove grease, dust, dirt, stains, temporary labels, fingerprints, non‑permanent protection and other foreign materials from interior and exterior surface.

2.
Repair, patch, and touch‑up marred surfaces to match adjacent finishes.

3.
Broom clean paved surfaces, clean and rake site, polish glass and clean other exposed site finishes.

4.
Clean equipment and fixtures to a sanitary condition.

B.
The Contractor shall maintain cleaning until the Project is occupied by the Owner.

C.
The Contractor shall remove all his waste materials and rubbish from and about the project as well as all tools, construction equipment, machinery and surplus materials.
The successful contractor shall supply the college with certificate(s) of insurance evidencing coverage during the period the vendor is providing services per the following:

Additional Requirements

The Board of Trustees, St. Petersburg College shall be named as additional insured with regard to General Liability coverage. A copy of the endorsement must be provided.

All coverage/certificate(s) to be in effect during the time the vendor is installing the equipment or providing a service on the College premises and must be provided to the College’s Risk Management Officer within five (5) days before Vendor begins services on the College’s premises.  In the event any binder is delivered, a certified copy of the policy or a Certificate of Insurance shall replace it within thirty (30) days in lieu thereof. Each such copy of a certificate shall contain a valid provision or endorsement that the policy may not be canceled, terminated, changed or modified without giving thirty (30) days written advance notice thereof to the College’s representative. This Agreement may be subject to immediate termination, at the Colleges discretion, in the event that vendor fails to maintain or comply with any of the Insurance requirements set forth herein.
