
ADDENDUM TO REQUEST FOR STATEMENTS OF QUALIFICATIONS
CONSTRUCTION MANAGER AT RISK SERVICES FOR

CONSTRUCT MIDTOWN CENTER, SITE 16, RFQ #SPC 1707-G-11-16
The following amends RFQ #SPC 1707-G-11-16, issued on May 6, 2013:  
The stay or “hold” that was imposed on the above-referenced project has been lifted, and St. Petersburg College is ready to proceed with the next steps of the competitive solicitation process.  In the interests of fairness and transparency, the College wishes to extend the deadline for RFQ submittals for 14 calendar days, until 3:00 p.m., Wednesday, July 17, 2013.  Any material that has been submitted by firms that attended the mandatory Pre-submission Conference on Monday, May 13, 2013, will be considered, but this July 17th date will allow time for any firm who has not completed their submittal, or any firm who wishes to revise a previously submitted proposal, to do so.  Only firms that attended the May 13, 2013, mandatory Pre-submission Conference are eligible to participate in the competitive solicitation.
Similarly, the College wishes to extend the deadline for questions concerning the RFQ process and required services for 5 calendar days, until 3:00 p.m., Friday, July 12, 2013.  Questions must be submitted before the deadline and in writing to Jim Waechter, Associate Vice President, Facilities Planning and Institutional Services at Waechter.Jim@spcollege.edu to receive a response.  Responses will be posted to the College’s Purchasing website. Only firms that attended the May 13, 2013, mandatory Pre-submission Conference are eligible to participate in the competitive solicitation.
Firms providing a submittal, or revised submittal, must email an electronic (PDF) copy of their Statement of Qualifications to Waechter.Jim@spcollege.edu, or mail a thumb drive or Compact Disc (CD) containing their Statement of Qualifications to Jim Waechter, Associate Vice President, Facilities Planning and Institutional Services, St. Petersburg College, P.O. Box 13489, St. Petersburg, FL  33733, or hand deliver a copy of their Statement of Qualifications to Jim Waechter, Associate Vice President, Facilities Planning and Institutional Services, 14025 58th Street North, Clearwater, Florida 33760.  The College will not be responsible for late submissions or delays in delivery.
Following review of the Statements of Qualifications by the Construction Manager at Risk Screening Committee, three (3) to five (5) shortlisted Firms will be asked to interview with the Construction Manager at Risk Selection Team (tentatively) on the 6th, 7th or 8th of August, 2013.  Firms eligible to participate at this point and responding to this RFQ must be available for an interview and/or presentation with the Construction Manager at Risk Selection Team on this date.

Any addendum to the RFQ will be submitted electronically through the College Purchasing website.  Eligible firms are encouraged to check this site often to ensure attainment of the most recent updates.  An award is expected to be announced after the College’s Board of Trustees meeting on August 20, 2013. 
All other terms and conditions of the RFQ remain the same.  Any actual or prospective proposer who is allegedly aggrieved in connection with the decision to lift the stay and resume the competitive solicitation process may protest to Jim Waechter, Associate Vice President, Facilities Planning and Institutional Services, P.O. Box 13489, St. Petersburg, FL 33733.  The protest must be filed in accordance with Chapter 120, Florida Statutes.  Failure to file a protest within the time prescribed in Section 120.57(3), Florida Statutes, or failure to post the bond or other security required by law within the time allowed for filing a bond shall constitute a waiver of proceedings under Chapter 120, Florida Statutes.
